Thisyear we have afew things to bring to your attention. We are pleased to once
again welcome Nigerian Dwarf breeders and their animals to our show ring for a
second year. We are also having our second Doeling Slent Auction -- so far we
have 3 wonderful does, a Saanen that has been donated by Bill Davis, aLaMancha
donated by Rex & Barbara Backus and an Alpine donated by Redwood Hill Farm.
Also, we will have two District 8 Specialties -- Alpine and Nubian. NEW: The
show on Saturday will begin earlier thisyear at 8 am. and the Sunday schedule
starts later with 9 am. for Showmanship and 10 a.m. for the breed shows.

POLICIES

Pen Fee: The $5 pen fee will cover the cost of the pen and post-show clean-up --
first straw will not beincluded. You can pre-order straw at $6 per bale or you can
bring your own.

Dogs. No dogswill be allowed in the barn & showring area. Sorry, we love dogs
but the goats don’'t always feel the sameway. In past years we have had problems
with pet dogs so, unfortunately, all dogs, little or big -- even those on aleash -- will
be verboten in the barn. 1f you must bring them, please keep them penned, tethered
or enclosed at your trailer or tent but please keep them out of the barn & ring.

Courtesy: If you are penned in the pens closest to the show ring, please don’t use
the holding pens. Leavethose for others penned farther away. Since there are few
holding pens, everyone should make it a habit to bring ropes/chains with clips to
tether your animals at ringside.

RETURNING FEATURES

Welcome Table: We will have atable set-up on Friday where show exhibitors can
get afree cup of java, tea or hot chocolate, maybe a cup of fresh soup, sign our
guest book & leave comments, pick-up REDGA literature and reconnect with
friends.
